Between 1970 and 1977 these six low budget films, shown
at midnight, transformed the way we make and watch movies,
films that re-invented the medium while pushing the boundaries
of “bad taste” and “social taboos ” , Attending “midnight
movies” became a social identifier, a badge of one's intellect, a
mark of a person's cinematic sensibilities and cultural allegiance, a

rite of passage for a whole youth generation in crisis.

The documentary tells the hidden history of these “classics”
,-- through original interviews with the directors and creators
of the films; with first hand accounts from the theater owners
who programmed them, and especially from the audiences of
disaffected youth culture, seen through archive footage, who
got their weekly dose of filmic nihilism inside these darkened

moviehouses.

Today, their ironic sense of humor, their flaunting of bad
taste, their celebration of the grotesque and the bizarre,
their championing of sexual diversity, have all become firmly

established in mainstream American popular culture.
